You should develop a disaster plan with your family in 

advance.  Everyone should know where the safest place 

in the house is, a specific meeting place in the event you 

get separated, and an out-of-state contact person to 

help coordinate if needed.  You should also decide where 

you will go if asked to evacuate before the storm, what you will bring with you, and 

how you will secure your home in your absence. 

Every household should also have a disaster kit.  It doesn’t have to be huge, but a 

minimum, your kit ought to include:  

1.  A basic First-Aid Kit, including all of your family’s prescriptions.  

2.  Potable water: A gallon per day per person for a few days.  

3.  Food: Non-perishable items that don’t require cooking. Remember things like can      

openers, paper plates, cups, plastic knives, etc.. 

4.  Flashlights/Candles: Remember to pack batteries and matches!  

5.  Blankets, Jackets and Extra Clothes. 

6.  No Wash Hand Sanitizer/Baby or Cleansing wipes.  

And don’t forget about your pets!
